The next speaker was our new wildlife biologist, Drake Rangel.  He explained that our current 
deer population looks good judging from the wildlife surveys conducted.  Bucks, does and fawns 
are in the normal range.  He also explained the new state carcass disposal rules.  The intention 
of this is to stop the spread of chronic wasting disease. 
 
Donnie Dippel spoke on food plots.  He gave suggestions for what to plant and when to plant for 
the best chance of success. 
 
Audrey Sternadel explained a new item, Proposition A,  on the ballot this fall.  This affects the 
funding for Round Top-Carmine school district. 
 
Dave Motley, an employee of Camp Kubena was introduced and thanked for making the hall 
available for our meeting and the work he did in getting it ready for us.
